re we replacing Larry Marshall?  That ques-
tion has been asked often over the past few 
months.  Larry Marshall resigned at the 
end of August to take an administrative 

position at Kentucky Christian University.  The lead-
ership has worked together to devise what we believe 
will be the best answer to that question at this time. 
 In 2003, the decision was made to move from five 
full -time ministers and add a sixth full-time minister. 
Larry Marshall, who had served for 11 years as Youth 
Minister, took on the role of Outreach and Develop-
ment, and Joe Wisely was hired to assume the role of

portant to evaluate the current economic state of 
Anderson, as well as, the present needs within the 
church. As a result, the decision was made to not re-
place Larry with another full -time minister at this 
time.  However, to make sure bases are covered and 
the areas of ministry overseen by Larry are being 
cared for, there has been a redistribution of ministry 
responsibilities and we will add one part-time staff 
position. 
 The rearranging of responsibilities includes moving 
First Step Ministries and oversight of the Bugle and 
web page to Larry Lipps, moving Community Out-
reach to Kent, and Missions to Bob.  The largest shift 
of responsibility is moving LifeGroup Ministries to 
Dave and hiring a part-time choir director. Dave will 
continue to plan and lead worship and oversee our 
Worship Ministries. The Choir Director will lead, 
practice, direct, and work with our adult choir.  Over-
seeing, growing, and developing our LifeGroup Minis-
