Our giving to date at Bethany has 
actually seen a slight increase over last year.   What 
does that mean?  I believe it means you trust God, 
more than the economy.  You continue to give as an 
act of worship and faith, believing God will supply 
your need.  I believe it means you care about and love 
this church.  You believe God has and will continue to 
use this church to touch and heal broken lives.  I be-
lieve it means your faith does not rise and fall with the 
attitudes of the world around us.

But just as you excel in everything--in faith, in speech, 
in knowledge, in complete earnestness and in your love
