BE A HERO TODAY!!!!!  



I was among those blessed to be a part of the group which visited 
Haiti in June.  What an experience! It is a beautiful country filled 
with beautiful people.  The poverty which has been part of their land 
for many years and has been amplified by the earthquake has not 
weakened their hearts.  I was amazed at the work of Real Hope for 
Haiti as they live among and serve the Haitian people. Members of 
the group include: Cheryl Engbrecht, Stephanie Bartlett, Ralph 
Marcum, Bob Bell, Sharel Marcum, Leslie Stevens, and Bill Shepler. 
 
Though we flew into and out of Port-au-Prince, the majority of our 
time was spent in the mountain area north of the city. What limited 
time we spent in Port-au-Prince revealed that the pictures we have 
seen of the devastation caused by the earthquake are accurate. In 
fact, if anything, they do not really show the extent of the damage. 
The tent cities are many, both inside and outside the city. Real Hope 
for Haiti is in the mountain area of Cazale. They run a clinic which is 
the only place to receive medical treatment for miles, and they also 
run a rescue center for children suffering from malnutrition.  
 
The clinic is open Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday.  The line 
forms well before daylight. People walk several hours to receive 
medical treatment.  The line in the picture was Tuesday morning at 
6:00.  There were already 203 people in line.  By the end of the day, 
they treated 313.  They will treat nearly 1,000 patients each week. 
 
While we were there, the Rescue Center was caring for over 40 chil-
dren.  The little girl in the picture is staying in the home with the 
missionaries until she is strong enough to go to the Rescue Center. 
Marlene is five years old. The Rescue Center is an amazing place.  
The center works to nurse the children back to health with the goal 
of reuniting them with their families.  
 
Real Hope for Haiti is actively involved in the life of this Haitian 
community.  They provide jobs for over 80 locals.  They work with a 
community group which is involved in trying to help the community 
become more self-sustaining.  They are helping individuals establish 
small businesses to become self-sufficient.  They also work with child 
sponsorships to help children in the area attend school.  The chil-
dren in the picture are among those sponsored by Bethany families. 
 
What little work we were able to contribute while in Haiti in no way 
compares to what we received as we were allowed to interact with 

the people of Cazale.  I was humbled.  I was amazed.  I was a bit embarrassed by our abundance and 
how, at the same time, we often focus on what we do not possess.  The Scripture that seemed to con-
