deal of time in Liberia overseeing the very ambitious
ministry facility that is being built. The hope is that some
of the facilities will be completed and ready to use by late
Summer/early Fall, and we have the opportunity to help
supply many of the items need to make the orphanage
and medical clinic functional.

Construction has been underway since 2006 for AIEM
[Africa Indigenous Evangelical Missions], a 501(c)(3)
nonprofit ministry. Upon completion, the 72 acre cam-
pus in rugged terrain near Monrovia will house an or-
phanage for at least 2000 children [boys and girls] from
ages 418. Many children lost their parents due to civil
war. It will also contain a kitchen and cafeteria, educa-
tional facilities with vocational training, and medical fa-
cilities of a hospital, medical clinic, and crisis pregnancy
life center, Christian radio and television station. This
collection project is a community-wide effort of dona-
tions & volunteers!
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Work is well underway, with 95% of the first phase of the girls

kets and bedding, towels, washcloths, mosquito netting,
toys such as stuffed animals, jump ropes, soccer balls, air
pump, footballs, softballs [no dolls or war-related toys
please], cleaning supplies including mops, electric fans
[all sizes], electrical converters, office supplies, and con-
struction supplies.

Larger items: furniture for dormitories and school, lino-
leum, construction equipment, office equipment, copy
machines/paper, computers/printers/scanner, washers/
dryers, and bicycles for transportation. These supplies
need to be new or upto-date, since repairing this equip-
ment may not be possible.

Kitchen and cafeteria supplies anything large or small
from utensils to furniture and equipment.
