four years of ministry, the Bromsgrove church was able to stand on its own as a wit-
ness of Jesus in their community and as a church reaching out in missions them-
selves. In 1998, the Kinemans moved south and began a second church plant in the
city of Worcester. The Manor Park Church was launched in 2000 and became fully
functional in 2006 as they hired a British minister and were under British leadership.
As they prepare to return to England at the first of the year (2009), they will begin
work on a third church
plant.
