ethany has always been committed to help-
ing the message of Jesus get communicated 
to all people. We cannot pinpoint or explain 
how this developed; however, we believe 

that somewhere in our history there was a group of 
people who prayed for Bethany to have a heart for 
missions. This prayer has been answered in a variety 
of ways, from a number of individuals from Bethany 
who have and are serving on the mission field to fi-
nancial and prayer support offered on their behalf. 
 Budgeted funds from our weekly offerings are used 
to support Emrys and Usha Rees in India, Matthew 
Sakeuh in Liberia, Jonathan and Veronica Coombs in 
Indonesia, Larry and Debbie Kineman in England, Jill 
Shaw in New Zealand, Bana and Marguerite Uriah in 
India, Jeff and Lori Butler in New York City, Hum-
berto and Becky Ramirez in Indianapolis (Hispanic 
ministry), Roger and Beth Wiseman in St. Louis, Joe 
and Melissa Wisely at Rainbow Christian Camp, Real 
Hope for Haiti, Horizon AIDS Orphanage in Africa, 
Christian Student Foundation at Ball State, Johnson 
Bible College, Kentucky Christian University and Cin-
cinnati Christian University.  This year we were also 
able to sponsor twenty-four children in Africa 
through Horizon International and 27 children in 
Haiti through Real Hope for Haiti.  These sponsor-
ships came through many of you who were willing to 
invest in the life of a child, a community and the 
world. 
 This year also marks the 18th year we have part-
nered with the Kinemans through Faith Promise to 
help plant churches in England.  In 2009, Larry and 
Debbie successfully removed themselves from a new 
church plant in Worcester, England.  The church was 
started, leadership trained, the body equipped, and 
they are now fully functioning on their own.  This 
year marks the beginning of a new venture.  Larry and 
Debbie are excited to try to reach an unreached group 

of people in Worcester.  Many of the young people 
and young adults have completely abandoned the 
church. They have grown up in a secular society and 
are living apart from God. Larry and Debbie are plan-
ning, preparing, praying, and entering into this sub-
culture of England. 
 Faith Promise is an annual commitment made by

The commitments made are 
over and above our giving to the church.  It is a deci-
sion to trust God to provide the resources through us 
to undergird the work going on in Worcester. On 
Sunday, November 1st, you will be invited to join the 
church planting effort in England by making a pledge 
to Faith Promise.  The gift can be given weekly, 
monthly, quarterly, or annually.  Commitment cards 
will be available the weeks prior to Faith Promise 
Sunday. 
 This year, Will Walls will be our Faith Promise 
speaker.  Will and Ruth served ten years in the local 
church prior to their twenty -three year ministry at the 
Ball State Campus House (Christian Student Founda-
tion). In 1995 Will and Ruth joined Christian Mission-
ary Fellowship Great Britain Field Team and served 
nine years in the West Midlands with the Kinemans
